12 Catholic Communion Doctrinal violations
 Catholic interpretations not of the Holy Ghost

Catholicism with the backing of an ecclesiastical organization 1500 years old violates every law of Biblical interpretation when it comes to Communion. These are man-made doctrines for the followers, and proceeds to use the Bible to back up these falsehoods up. Here are twelve things wrong with the system.

1. The eating and drinking of blood is forbidden

A. Before the law

"And God blessed Noah and his sons, and said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth. And the fear of you and the dread of you shall be upon every beast of the earth, and upon every fowl of the air, upon all that moveth upon the earth, and upon all the fishes of the sea; into your hand are they delivered. Every moving thing that liveth shall be meat for you; even as the green herb have I given you all things. But f _ _ _ _  w _ _ _ t _ _ l _ _ _ t _ _ _ _ _ _, which i _ t _ _ b _ _ _ _ t _ _ _ _ _ _, shall y _ n _ _  e _ _. Genesis 9:1-5

B. During the Law

"And whatsoever man there be of the house of Israel, or of the strangers that sojourn among you, that e _ _ _ _ _ a _ _ m _ _ _ _ _ o _ b _ _ _ _; I will even set my face against that soul that e _ _ _ _ _ b _ _ _ _, and will cut him off from among his people. For the life of the flesh is in the blood: and I have given it to you upon the altar to make an atonement for your souls: for it is the blood that maketh an atonement for the soul. Therefore I said unto the children of Israel, N_ 
s _ _ _ o _ y _ _ s _ _ _ _ e _ _ b _ _ _ _, n _ _ _ _ _ _ shall any stranger that sojourneth among you e _ _ b _ _ _ _." Leviticus 17:10-12

C. After the Law

"But that w _ w _ _ _ _ u _ _ _ them, that t _ _ _ a _ _ _ _ _ _ from pollutions of idols, and from fornication, and from things strangled, a _ _ f _ _ _ b _ _ _ _. That ye abstain from meats offered to idols, a _ _ f _ _ _ b _ _ _ _, and from things strangled, and from fornication: from which i _ y _ k _ _ _ y _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _, ye shall do well. Fare ye well." Acts 15:20,29

Notice that after the Law "under Grace" that the Holy Spirit Himself is the Author of the prohibition.

"For it seemed g _ _ _ t _ t _ _ H _ _ _ G _ _ _ _, and to us, to lay upon you no greater burden t _ _ _ t _ _ _ _ n _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ t _ _ _ _ _;" Acts 15:28


This matter was officially settled by the original apostles of the New Testament Bible Church, officially assembled to establish and teach correct Doctrine. No matter how right such an act might seem, there is not the remotest possibility, whatsoever, that such a doctrine could be a Christian doctrine. It is a direct violation of three warnings placed at the beginning of the Bible, in the middle, and at the end.

2. The drinking of fermented liquor ("old wine") is forbidden

A. It was forbidden to the Jew of the Old Testament, and he was cautioned against even looking at it

"L _ _ _ n _ _ t _ _ _ upon t _ _ w _ _ _ when it is red, when it giveth his color in the cup, when it moveth itself aright." Proverbs 23:31

B. The Scripture says plainly that they did not drink wine, but that they drank "the pure blood of the grape" in the wilderness journey

"And I have led you forty years in the wilderness: your clothes are not waxen old upon you, and thy shoe is not waxen old upon thy foot. Ye have not eaten bread, 
n _ _ _ _ _ _ h _ _ _ y _ d _ _ _ _ w _ _ _ or s _ _ _ _ _ d _ _ _ _: that ye might know that I am the LORD your God." Deuteronomy 29:5,6

"Butter of kine, and milk of sheep, with fat of lambs, and rams of the breed of Bashan, and goats, with the fat of kidneys of wheat; and t _ _ _ d _ _ _ _ d _ _ _ _ the p _ _ _ b _ _ _ _ o _ t _ _ g _ _ _ _." Deuteronomy 32:14

C. The only time that strong drink was permitted was once every three years. The Old Testament Jew, in Palestine, was allowed a celebration "at Jerusalem"




"And thou shalt bestow that money for whatsoever thy soul lusteth after, for oxen, or for sheep, or f _ _ w _ _ _, or f _ _ s _ _ _ _ _ d _ _ _ _, or for whatsoever thy soul desireth: and thou shalt eat there before the LORD thy God, and thou shalt rejoice, thou, and thine household, Deuteronomy 14:26

This returns in the Millennium. Isaiah 62:1-9


3. The Bible declares old wine and new wine

"And no man putteth n _ _ w _ _ _ into old bottles; else the n _ _ w _ _ _ will burst the bottles, and be spilled, and the bottles shall perish. But n _ _ w _ _ _ must be put into new bottles; and both are preserved. No man also having drunk o _ _ 
w _ _ _ straightway desireth new: for he saith, The o _ _ is better." Luke 5:37-39

A. Old and New wine are not always assigned a name, but it is not hard to tell from the context which is which

"Then said the LORD unto me, Go yet, love a woman beloved of her friend, yet an a _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _, according to the love of the LORD toward the children of Israel, who look to o _ _ _ _ g _ _ _, and love f _ _ _ _ _ _ o _ w _ _ _." Hosea 3:1

Example: CIDER is "cider," but it can be sweet cider or hard cider; therein lies the difference. The Bible gives old wine and new wine.


4. The Wine of the Lord's Supper is said to be "New Wine"

A. It says it is "New wine" right in the verse

"But I say unto you, I will not drink henceforth of t _ _ _ f _ _ _ _ o _ t _ _ v _ _ _, until that day when I d _ _ _ _ i _ n _ _ with you in my Father’s kingdom." Matthew 26:29

Notice also, the Lord purposely omitted saying "WINE." Instead, He said, "fruit of the vine." He done this so no one could use the Scripture to make a drunken mess out of a Christian worship service.

5. New Wine is said to be "Pure Blood"

"Butter of kine, and milk of sheep, with fat of lambs, and rams of the breed of Bashan, and goats, with the fat of kidneys of wheat; and thou d _ _ _ _ d _ _ _ _ 
t _ _ p _ _ _  b _ _ _ _ of t _ _ g _ _ _ _." Deuteronomy 32:14

In John Chapter 2, Jesus is at the Marriage and makes wine for the people there when they have no more. In His reply to His mothers request, who is speaking of 'New Wine," Jesus refers to "His Blood" that He is going to shed later. The "Pure Blood" of the grape is spoken of in the same conversation when the Lord is speaking of His Blood, God's Blood." The wine that the guests of the wedding that Christ provided was obviously "New Wine."

"And when they wanted w _ _ _, the mother of Jesus saith unto him, They have no w _ _ _. Jesus saith unto her, Woman, what have I to do with thee? m _ _ _ h _ _ _ i _ n _ _ y _ _ c _ _ _." John  2:3,4

"Then they sought to take him: but no man laid hands on him, because h _ _ 
h _ _ _ w _ _ n _ _ y _ _ c _ _ _."

"And Jesus answered them, saying, The h _ _ _ i _ c _ _ _, that the Son of man should be glorified." John 12:23

6. To make the wine of the Lord's Supper (the Paschal supper) fermented liquor would be to disgrace the Blood of Christ

c _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ t _ _ _ _ _, as silver and gold, from your vain conversation received by tradition from your fathers; But with t _ _ p _ _ _ _ _ _ _ b _ _ _ _ o _ C _ _ _ _ _, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot:" 1 Peter 1:18,19

"After the same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, saying, T _ _ _ c _ _ is the n _ _ t _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ i _ m _ b _ _ _ _: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, i _ r _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ of m _. For as often as ye eat t _ _ _ bread, and drink t _ _ _ cup, y_ d _ s _ _ _ t _ _ L _ _ _ _ d _ _ _ _ till he come. Wherefore whosoever shall eat this bread, and drink this cup of the Lord, u _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _, s _ _ _ _ b _ g _ _ _ _ _ of the body and blood of the Lord." 1 Corinthians 11:25-27

In the above verses the Lord does not hesitate to show how important His Blood is, and how,  just the disrespecting of the symbolism of it, can cost a person their life, much less likening it to fermented wine.

7. To make this fermented liquor into BLOOD would then be to violate the prohibition of God on drinking or eating BLOOD, clean through the word of God

The Catholic violation is, therefore, not merely a mistake in interpretation or an error of ignorance, it is a direct frontal attack against the Author of the Holy Bible. It is crucifying Jesus Christ in the name and "for the glory" of Jesus (if such a thing can be imagined.) It is forcing God to contradict Himself and then using His own word to make a liar out of Him, and at the same time violate His instructions. When the Catholic chews up Jesus Christ, he is instructed to do so on an empty stomach (Romans 16:18) and then remain in the sanctuary twenty minutes, which is normal digesting time for bread.
Now think about that.

"Now I beseech you, brethren, mark them which c _ _ _ _ d _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ and

If it is Jesus Christ, it is not literal bread, and if it is literal bread, it is not Jesus Christ.
The Papist is caught in the peculiar position of a man trying to believe something that is not so, and condemning himself for not believing it and commending himself if he can believe it. His church, teaches that it is so, even though the Bible states that if it were so, it would be sinful.

(For many walk, of whom I have told you often, and now tell you even weeping, that they are the enemies of the cross of Christ: Whose end is destruction, whose God is their belly, and whose glory is in their shame, who mind earthly things.)" Philippians 3:16-19

No wonder "Catholicism" is such a popular religion! You can eat Christ without really trusting His atonement, and you can continue His atonement without really trusting the one He made. You can manufacture one yourself instead of trusting the right one, and you can go to Hell thinking everyone is a pagan except a Catholic.

8. In the passage in John 6 on "the eating and drinking of blood," every priest gives the private interpretation of Rome, instead of the interpretation found in the passage
 
"Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you. Whoso eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, hath eternal life; and I will raise him up at the last day. For my flesh is meat indeed (the Bread-His Broken Body), and my blood is drink indeed (The Cup-His Shed Blood). He that e _ _ _ _ _ m _ f _ _ _ _, and  
d _ _ _ _ _ _ _ m _ b _ _ _ _, dwelleth in me, and I in him. As the living Father hath sent me, and I live by the Father: s _ he that eateth me, e _ _ _ h _ shall live by me."  John 6:53-57
Notice that the interpretation of the above Scriptures is given in verse 57. Was Jesus at that moment really chewing on the corpse of His Father so He could live? People will try to get you to believe ANYTHING (like eating Jesus' flesh and blood literally) as long as they add "Father, Son, and Holy Ghost" along with it somewhere.

"It is t _ _ s _ _ _ _ _ that q _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _; t _ _ f _ _ _ _ p _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ 
n _ _ _ _ _ _: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life." John 6:63
In this verse above, the Lord Jesus Christ tells us as plain as it can be said, that "flesh and blood" is absolutely worthless. Don't be fooled by the cannibalistic hogwash about literally eating Jesus body and literally drinking His blood. Can a man drink GOD's BLOOD? Can a man eat GOD'S BODY?

9. The Christian is told that he no longer is occupied with the human Christ of the flesh



"Wherefore h _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ know we n _ m _ _ after t _ _ f _ _ _ _: yea, though we have known Christ after the flesh, y _ _ n _ _ h _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ know we him 
n _ m _ _ _." 2 Corinthians 5:16

Now, the Christian is occupied with the Risen Christ ( Ephesians 1; Colossians 1) whose body is no longer a fleshly corpse, but a living organism composed of born-again Bible believers.

"For by o _ _ S _ _ _ _ _ a _ _ w _ a _ _ b _ _ _ _ _ _ _ i _ _ _ o _ _ b _ _ _, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all 
m _ _ _ to d _ _ _ _ i _ _ _ o _ _ S _ _ _ _ _." 1 Corinthians 12:13

"The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of the blood of Christ? The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the body of Christ? For w _ b _ _ _ _ m _ _ _ a _ _ o _ _ b _ _ _ _, and o _ _ b _ _ _: for we a _ _ a _ _ p _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ of that o _ _ b _ _ _ _." 1 Corinthians 10:16,17

Furthermore, a man who takes the eucharist not knowing this truth ( or supposing the bread to be Jesus Christ's earthy corpse) is eating and drinking "damnation to himself," since BLOOD is forbidden before, during and after the law.

"For he that eateth and drinketh u _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _, eateth and drinketh 
d _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ t _ h _ _ _ _ _ _, not discerning the Lord’s body." 
1 Corinthians 11:29

10.  The Scriptures say that Jesus Christ made an offering of His body and Blood ONCE, and that finished what was necessary for salvation

"By the which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ o _ _ _ f _ _ a _ _. And every priest standeth daily ministering and offering oftentimes the same sacrifices, which c _ _ n _ _ _ _ t _ _ _ a _ _ _ s _ _ _: But this man, a _ _ _ _ h _ h _ _ o _ _ _ _ _ _ o _ _ s _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ for sins f _ _ e _ _ _ _, sat down on the right hand of God; From henceforth expecting till his enemies be made his footstool. For b _ o _ _ o _ _ _ _ _ _ _ he hath perfected f _ _ e _ _ _ them that are sanctified." Hebrews 10:10-14

In the verse' above, it say's not one, not two, but three times in four verses that Christ's sacrifice was made of Him ONCE! It says it was for ALL! That it was FOR EVER! And, that the one's that believe, are PERFECTED (not till the next mass) FOR EVER! Christ says He will NEVER be sacrificed again. Catholic Mass say's he is sacrificed every Mass. Someone is lying! Both cannot be true. We are to believe God's word over all else.
The Supreme council of the Knights of Columbus (St. Louis, Mo.) writes in their religious flyer on the mass, "The priest then goes down to the people and places the body of Christ on the tongue of each one. The people swallow it devoutly...under the form of  bread the faithful receive the divine Person and His living body and blood...the peoples
communion under the form of bread is not a matter of doctrine, but of discipline and practice." (In other words, where Catholics wish to practice contrary to doctrine, they go ahead!) "The priest completes the sacrifice by consuming the body and blood of Christ, under the appearance of bread and wine (fermented liquor!)... in the mass, Christ Himself is always the principle offerer." (Didn't Hebrews above just tell us that Christ offered only ONCE, FOR EVER?) 

Knights of Columbus (pg 14, The Holy Sacrifice): "The mass and the sacrifice of the cross are the same." That is, one is done once, forever, never to be repeated, and it is symbolized by the new-wine. The other is repeated on the day for the Sun-god (Sunday) every week with fermented liquor. Things that are different are not the same. 

11.  According to the Knights of Columbus (Catholics) the Lord Jesus takes on different forms and appearances during the mass

Get this! This pagan perversion says, "At the last supper, the victim was present - Christ Himself under the appearance of bread and wine." Unfortunately, Christ Himself was Christ Himself, and He was present Himself. We believe it literally, not "under appearances." If  He were not present as Himself, who was holding the bread and the cup? Also, why do the Knights keep saying "bread and wine," when no "wine" is mentioned in the gospel accounts? Christ was careful to say, "fruit of the vine" (something He Himself was then squeezing into the cup) - not WINE. 

The Knights further argue that the sacrifice is not repeated but "continued." This wild thought is found in the doctrine that "the cross, the last supper, and the mass are one and the same sacrifice." If things are the same, then why does the Bible always picture them as different?

"B _ n _ _ c _ _ _ _ _ _ a _ _ _ _ with d _ _ _ _ _ and s _ _ _ _ _ _ d _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _. For it is a good thing that the heart be established with grace; not with meats, which have not profited them that have been occupied therein." Hebrews 13:9

a. The Lord's supper is "fruit of the vine."
b. The mass is fermented liquor.
c. The Lord's supper is "new wine."
d. The cross is literal blood being shed.
e. New wine of the supper is not forbidden to be drunk.
f. But old wine of the "mass" is taboo.
g. Literal blood is taboo.
h. The Lords supper took place once with twelve apostles and Jesus.
i. It has never taken place again with the same ones present.
j. The Lords supper is before the death, burial, and resurrection.
k. The Mass is afterward.
l. The author of the Lord's supper is the Lord, who gave the keys to a married man, who wouldn't let people bow to him (Peter).
m. The author of the mass is a long-robed (so-called) father given authority by a wine-headed bachelor who added seven books to the Bible. (Apocrypha)

12.  What the Catholic has done is to invent a bloodless sacrifice, using the blood of Jesus and the crucifixion as a means of installing this sacrifice and has no assurance of his salvation

There is one demonstrable, statistical fact that gives away when it comes to the true value of his religion. This one fact is so outstanding that the Church of Rome has had to deny 100 verses in the writings of John and Paul, and run to Matthew, Acts and Hebrews for help. 
The one fact that proves conclusively that there is no real blood of Christ in the Catholics hope for salvation is the fact that "no Catholic that ever lived had absolute assurance of eternal life before he died." The Catholic does not know what Peter, James , John, Chrysostom, Moody, Luther, Torrey, Finney, Billy Sunday and the rest of the Body of Christ knows.

God gave assurance, in infallible writing (as the Final Authority,) to every born-again believer who ever lived that he can be saved NOW and KNOW IT, and be certain of it forever.
(1 Corinthians 7-8; Philippians 1:6; John 5:24, 10:27-29; Jude 24; 1 Thessalonians 5:23-24)



The Catholics have been instructed that "Assurance" is a Protestant "interpretation" and not "Christian doctrine." So, the Catholic follows his "church" to perdition, rejecting the word of God and having implicit faith in his "priests," that their Sunday "masses" are "Holy" and "Christian" and somehow will prevail in the end.

1) They reject the Bible as the Final Authority.
2) They accept the church as the highest authority.
3) This makes Rome the interpreter.
4) Rome interprets contrary to Scripture.
5) The Papist has to accept it.
6) Once accepted, he cannot BELIEVE SCRIPTURE.
7) Unable to believe, he has no assurance.
8) He has arrived. All unsaved people think the same way. 
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
