The Bible does not present any argument for the existence of God; it takes the FACT of God for granted. God is the Infinite and perfect Spirit in Whom all things have their source, support, and end. The Word of God reveals God to us. Because God Is Infinitely beyond our human comprehension, the Bible often "couches" God in human language.
WHO Made GOD?
Answer: No one! God is eternal. The fact that we cannot grasp this does not make it not so. (We may not understand how electricity makes the lights work - but why sit around in the dark until we figure it out!!)

How Do We Know There Is A God?
A number of reasons are given in the Bible to show how we can know there is a God.
A. The Fact of Universal Belief Proves There Is A God.
Man has a “religious nature” which is unique to man. All men in all ages and in all civilizations have manifested a belief in some higher being. Most times this belief is perverted - but it demonstrates that there is some higher being. 
Look up Romans 2:14,15 This verse teaches that even those who have never heard of the Lord have His law written in their _ _ _ _ _ _.

B. The fact that Everything Must Have A Cause Proves There Is A God.
Man is an intelligent being; therefore, his cause must also be intelligent. Man has personality; thus, his cause could not be impersonal.

C. The Fact of Intricate Design in The Universe Proves There is A God. 
A watch not only requires a watchmaker, but also a designer and a purpose.

E. The Events of History Prove There Is A God.
Many times, God has intervened in human history, and His hand is often seen in the rise and fall of nations. See Psalms 75:6,7

F. The Bible Says "There Is A God. 
If there is a God, it is most reasonable to expect Him to reveal Himself to man. This He has done - first through creation, but in detail through His word. Look up Genesis 1:1. The Bible begins with God – not philosophical arguments for His existence.
How many Gods are there?

Trusting God to Know Some Things

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As can be seen, there is but ONE essence (H20) existing In THREE distinct phases. Each phase may exist separately, or with another, or all together.
 
The Trinity is THE fundamental basic Bible fact of the universe. The first basic fundamental fact of reality is that God is a Trinity and anything that is real that God has to do with is composed of 3 parts. If it is reality, it is a 3-part breakdown. You will find nothing in the world that is complete that does not bear the mark of the Trinity. God, being a Trinity, can divide Himself without dying. Man is a trinity, but cannot divide himself without dying. For the next little bit of this study, let’s look at some of the Trinity bearing things.

 * The Three Musketeers, the Three Stooges, the Three Marx Brothers, the three wise monkeys (“see no evil, hear no evil, speak no evil”), The Three Rs (reading, ‘riting,’ ‘rithmetic’), etc. 
* Man has three names: First, Middle, Last. 
* Acronyms: NRS, NRA, LSD, TWA, ICC, IRS, NCC, CCC, FCC, FFA, etc. 
* The three gifts of the wise men (Matthew 2:11). 
* The three arks in the Bible (Noah's, Moses' Exodus 2:3), the Ark of the Covenant. 
* The Godhead as three “rocks” (the Father-Deuteronomy 32:15, the Son-Matthew 16:18, the Holy Spirit (the water out of the “Rock” in 1 Corinthians 10:41). 
* Christ as three seeds (Abraham's-Hebrews 2:16, David's-Romans 1:3, The woman's Genesis 3:15. 
* The three likenesses of Abraham's seed (“stars” Genesis 15:5, “sand” Genesis 22:17, “dust” Genesis 13:16. 
* The three applications of the old testament sacrifices (the individual-Genesis 4:4, the family Genesis 8:20, the nation Leviticus 4:13-15. 
* The Father conflicts with the world, the Son conflicts with the Devil, and the Holy Spirit conflicts with the flesh.

* The Old Testament reveals the Father, the Gospels reveal the Son, and Acts and the Epistles reveal the Holy Spirit. 
* Three sets of five in the New Testament: Matthew-Acts, Philemon-2 Peter, 1 John-Revelation.
* Three sets of five in the Old Testament: Genesis-Deuteronomy; Job-Song of Solomon; Isaiah-Daniel.
* Three sets of twelve in the entire Bible: Joshua-Ester, Hosea-Malachi; Romans - Titus. 
* Three in Literature: (Charles Dickens-A Christmas Carol) Marley’s ghost tells Ebenezer Scrooge he will receive three visits by three spirits, Christmas past, Christmas present, Christmas future.
* Three in Public speaking: (Uses three-part phrases known as “Claptraps”)
MLK: Insult, Injustice, Exploitation and Justice, Goodwill, and Brotherhood.
George Wallace: Segregation now, Segregation tomorrow, Segregation forever.
* Three in Law: (The Law of three echoes) – 
Documents: “I give, devise and bequeath...” 
Oaths: “The truth, the whole truth, and nothing but the truth...”
* Three in the Law of Thought: Law of Identity; Law of Non-Contradiction; Law of Exclude middle.
* Three in Images, Paintings and Photography: (Rule of Thirds) “###”

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What Is GOD Like?

What Is God Called?

There are three primary Hebrew words used to designate “God” in the Old Testament. 
A. “Elohim” which is translated “God” in our AV 1611 KJV English Bible. (The Greek
equivalent in the New Testament is “Theos.” This speaks of God's greatness. 

B. “Adonai” which is translated “Lord” in our AV 1611 KJV English Bible. This speaks of God as Master. 

C. “Jehovah” which is translated “LORD” “GOD” in our AV 1611 KJV English Bible. 
(To distinguish “Jehovah” from “Adonai” or “Elohim” the translators of the Authorized KJV Bible had it printed in capital letters.) The meaning of “Jehovah” is given in Exodus 3:13.14 “I AM THAT I AM” – “The Self-Existent One Who Reveals Himself.” The name “Jesus” is the Greek form of the Hebrew “Joshua” and literally means “Jehovah-Saviour.”
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The New Testament clearly teaches that “Jesus IS Jehovah.”
