How are you going to come out when it is your day to appear in God's courtroom? That is a serious question, don't you know? The Scriptures tell us that all men are without excuse and they know that a reckoning is coming. Sadly, the Devil, the world, and the flesh are working as hard as they ever have to try to hide this from man and deceive him as if it were unimportant, or a fable, or perhaps a big "So What!, Who Cares?" Well, anyone who has had to appear before a Judge here on earth for something they did or didn't do, finds out as soon as they enter the courtroom that pride and arrogance can be overcome by judicial scrutiny in a hurry. As soon as the Judge calls your name and you stand to go before him, fear begins to surface whether detectable or not. The only comfort that a defendant has in the courtroom is the peace of innocence and/or the debt has been paid. The only way someone gets to walk from a proceeding as not -guilty is that their offence has been "legally, Justified." 
Justification is another important Doctrine in the Lord's word that is rarely taught anymore. It is another important thing that takes place during a person's Birth in Christ (Born-Again.) A lot of Christians do not have peace with their salvation because they have never been taught this important matter. If someone has not been "Justified" when they die, they go to Hell. Plain and Scriptural. Let's take a look at this and see what our Bibles teach about it and go believing.

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The Negative side of Justification


A. The Law is negative for mans Justification

Even though God's Law is Holy and Righteous, it cannot do and provide what was needed in order to Justify man. In Gods legal realm, the only thing that His Law could do is kill and condemn man, because His Law is Holy, Just and Righteous. Man is evil. Luke 11:13 The Law of God cannot save man from his sins and justify him before God. The Law says, "Thou shalt not.." and man DOES. Therefore, "Guilty!" One negative side of Justification is that it cannot work with the Law, "unless of course a man has not EVER transgressed Gods Law. Have you?

B. Man's righteousness is negative for his Justification

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C. Human works are negative for mans Justification

No man is going to stand before God and tell Him that He owes him eternal life or Justification because he earned it, that's for sure! God will laugh him out of heaven. Get it right!

D. Faith mixed with works are negative for man's Justification in the dispensation of

It was in a College town where were lots of students living in large four story buildings that must have had hundreds of apartments per building. We traded off doors every other door and this particular door was mine. I knocked, and a young student female answered the door and I introduced my partner and myself and explained why we were there. That we knew the way to Heaven and it was written in God's word. I asked if I could show it to her and she gladly agreed. After showing and explaining the Gospel to her and the benefits of being saved and the consequences of not accepting Christ, I asked her if she would like to pray and receive Christ as her Saviour. She replied, "Yes!" I offered to lead her in a prayer if she would like, or not, and she elected for me to help her out. We all bowed our heads and began. I said, "Dear Lord!" She said, "Dear Lord!" Folks, that is a perfect example of Romans 10:1-5 above. She is going to chance getting in with "establishing her own righteousness" rather than the righteousness of Christ. I hope she reconsidered and received Christ. If she did not, she and many, many others like her will go to Hell, then the Lake of Fire after their appearance before the Great White Throne. Truth. Just don't let that be you!!!

A. The Justified receive Forgiveness of sins

B. The Justified receive Peace
