Philosophy-  belief (or system of beliefs) accepted as authoritative by some group or school; The rational investigation of questions about existence and knowledge and ethics; Any personal belief about how to live or how to deal with a situation.

Doctrine - A belief (or system of beliefs) accepted as authoritative by some group or school.

Two Main Philosophies

Four Branches of Philosophies
Naturalism - Idealism - Realism - Pragmatism

Naturalism - (philosophy) the doctrine that the world can be understood in scientific terms without recourse to spiritual or supernatural explanations; (Types) art movement; artistic movement; philosophical doctrine; philosophical theory

Idealism - (philosophy) the philosophical theory that ideas are the only reality; (Types) grandeur; impracticality; magnanimousness; nobility; nobleness; philosophical doctrine; philosophical theory

Realism - The attribute of accepting the facts of life and favoring practicality and literal truth; The state of being actual or real; the philosophical doctrine that physical objects continue to exist when not perceived; the philosophical doctrine that physical objects continue to exist when not perceived; (Types) actuality; art movement; artistic movement; philosophical doctrine; philosophical theory; practicality

Pragmatism - the doctrine that practical consequences are the criteria of knowledge and meaning and value; The attribute of accepting the facts of life and favoring practicality and literal truth; (Types) philosophical doctrine; philosophical theory; practicality
