· "Your Father" is limited in scope to Old Testament Israelites in the historical context.

· Jesus makes it very plain (in spite of the modernistic objections) that the Father of his audience is not the Father of the Gentiles, but stands in opposition to them in this matter.

· God is never spoken of anywhere in either Testament, in any Hebrew or Greek manuscript, as the "Father of the Gentiles."

· God is the Father of Israel as a nation.

· God is the Father of the Born-Again Bible believer.
