· West to East, The Wrong way

· When God drove Adam and Eve out of the garden, He drove them out to the East.

"Therefore the LORD God sent him forth from the garden of Eden, to till the ground from whence he was taken. · When Cain left God's presence, he went out toward the East.

· When Jacob "backslid" and ran from Esau, he went Eastward.

· The first tribes to go into captivity settled East of Jordan.

· When the Jews were carried captive, they went Eastward.

· When David ran for his life from Absalom, he went to the East.

· West to East is the direction of  the rotation of the world against the sun, and it is the direction one would take leaving the Holy of Holies and going out of the Tabernacle.

· The Wise men came from the East.

"Now when Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judaea in the days of Herod the king, behold, there came wise men f _ _ _ t _ _ e _ _ _ to Jerusalem, Saying, Where is he that is born King of the Jews? for we have seen his star in the east, and are come to worship him. Matthew 2:1, 2
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
